Abstracts must also clearly indicate
the presentation type whether Poster, Paper or
Workshop. Foreign participants may attend the
conference virtually or in person.
 
Review process: Abstracts will be evaluated through
double blind peer review for clarity of content,
rigour, relationship to the conference theme,
interest, and usefulness of content to conference
attendees.
